Resolution of the Board of the Czech Bar Association 

of 8 December 2008,

amending Resolution of the Board of the Czech Bar Association No. 6/1998 of the Journal, setting the rules for the exercise of the substitution power of articled clerks and other lawyer’s employees, as amended 


Pursuant to § 44(4)(b) and § 53(1)(f) and (h) of Act No. 85/1996 Coll., on the legal profession, as amended (“the Act”), the Board of the Czech Bar Association has adopted the following resolution:

Art. I

Amendment to Resolution No. 6/1998 of the Journal


Resolution of the Board of the Czech Bar Association No. 6/1998 of the Journal, setting the rules for the exercise of the substitution power of articled clerks and other lawyer’s employees, as amended by Resolution of the Board of the Czech Bar Association No. 1/2002 of the Journal, Resolution of the Board of the Czech Bar Association No. 3/2004 of the Journal and editor’s errata note, which was published in Journal No. 1/1999, shall be amended as follows:
1.
In Art. 4, the dot at the end of the text shall be substituted by a coma, and a new letter (c) shall be added, which reads:


“(c) in proceedings before a higher court as the appellate court, upon the completion of one year of legal practice, at earliest.”. 
2.
In Art. 6, at the end of paragraph (2), a new sentence shall be added, which reads: “Upon the fulfillment of the condition as set in paragraph (1)(b), the lawyer is, however, entitled to designate an articled clerk to be her/his substitute in proceedings before a regional court as the court of first instance, as long as this lawyer acts on behalf of the injured party; accordingly, this provision shall apply to the possible appellate procedure that follows in the given case.”.
3.
In Art. 8, paragraph (1) shall read:



“(1) With the exception as provided in Art. 4(c), the lawyer shall not designate an articled clerk as her/his substitute for proceedings before a higher court; the lawyer may not designate an articled clerk as her/his substitute in any proceedings before the Supreme Court or the Supreme Administrative Court.

Art. II

Effect


This resolution shall be effective as of the 30th day after its publication in the Journal of the Czech Bar Association.
